Broadcasting Council of the Republic of Macedonia based on Article 44, in accordance with Article 45, 46 and 47 of the Law on Broadcasting (Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia no.100/05, 19/07, 103/08, 152/08, 6/10, 145/10, 97/11 and 13/12) and the conclusion of the Council no.02-1800/3 of 17.04.2013 year, the 19th session held on 17.04.2013, adopted the next

for publication for awarding license

for broadcasting - television

by terrestrial transmitter, on national level

1. It announces competition for assignment 1 (one) license to broadcasting, for broadcasting and transmission of television program service, on national level via terrestrial transmitter (hereinafter: license).

2. Television program service on national level, referred to in paragraph 1 of this Decision, will be mostly general entertainment format1, in Macedonian language and will broadcast and transmit via terrestrial transmitter with analog modulation, at frequencies determined by the Agency for Electronic Communications of the Republic of Macedonia.
3. Permission will be given for a period of nine (9) years and it can’t be passed on to others.

4. The conditions and requirements that applicants must accomplish to perform the activity and the criteria for comparing and evaluating the applications and their weight in the assessment are contained in the competition documentation which contains general, technical, production, program and other conditions, whose text is composed part of this decision (Appendix 1)2.

5. The basic technical requirements, standards and parameters for broadcasting determined in accordance with the Law on Electronic Communications (Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia, no.13/05, 14/07, 55/07, 98/08, 83/10, 13/12, 59/12, 123/12 and 23/13) are included in the competition documentation and Approval for the use of radio frequency issued by the Agency for Electronic Communications.

The duration of the authorization to use radio frequencies shall adjust with the Plan for allocation and use of radio frequencies in the Republic of Macedonia.
The license will adjust with the Plan for assignment and allocating on transmission capacity of digital multiplex terrestrial multiplex adopted by the Broadcasting Council of Republic of Macedonia (Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia, no.168/12).
6. The annual license fee is to pay for each year from the date of assignment of license, on the account of the Broadcasting Council.
The amount of the annual fee for the license, the Broadcasting Council will calculated in accordance with Article 60 of the Law on Broadcasting at the beginning of each calendar year.

7. The use of radio frequencies for broadcasting and fix service are paid an annual fee calculated according to the Manuel for calculation of annual compensation for the use of radio frequencies, adopted by the Agency for Electronic Communications (“Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia” no. 02/08).

The fee for using radio frequencies is pay to the Agency for electronic communications for each year from the date of issue of the Authorization for using radio frequencies.

8. For determination of transmitting frequencies, transmitting locations, maximum effectiveness and the radiated power (ERP), the orientation of the antennas system, and other technical parameters that are not specified in this Decision and the competition documentation, the candidates are required (after raising the documentation of the Council and receiving confirmation from the Council for raised documentation) to address the Agency for Electronic Communications, which will receive detailed technical parameters, which are an integral part of the competition documentation and against which they need to develop an technical elaborate for transmitting part.
The registration of candidates to the Agency for Electronic Communications should be the same name as in the Broadcasting Council.
9. Applicants shall submit their applications on a special form, witch form and content is prescribed by the Broadcasting Council.
General, technical, production, program and other conditions that are an integral part of the competition documentation and form - Application can be picked up at Broadcasting Council of the Republic of Macedonia Blvd. "VMRO" no.3, Skopje.

10. The application is submitted to the Broadcasting Council of the Republic of Macedonia on the address: Blvd. "VMRO" no. 3, Skopje marked "Application for awarding a license for broadcasting - television by terrestrial transmitter, on national level.

Application, with supporting documents shall be submitted in two (2) original samples.

11. The application can be submitted by registered mail or by hand in the archives of the Broadcasting Council.
12. The application for the competition shall be filed within one (1) month or within 31 (thirty one) day.

The deadline for submission of applications runs from the first day after the date of publication of this Decision in the “Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia”.
Applications are submitted in the term defined in this Decision on manner, form and contents provided in the competition documentation with general, technical, production, program and other conditions.

The reports which will be submitted after the deadline specified in this Decision and will not be prepared and submitted in accordance with the conditions determined in the competition documentation, i.e. general, technical, production, program and other conditions will not be considered.

13. This decision shall be published in the “Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia”, on the website of the Broadcasting Council of the Republic of Macedonia and in at least two daily newspapers, and shall take effect from the first day of publication in the “Official Journal of the Republic of Macedonia”.
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
