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Supervisions over Broadcasters, Operators of Public Electronic Communications Networks and Print Media Publishers

Broadcasters
Regular programme and administrative supervisions concerning the obligations to publish Impressums, information that should be made available to the users, broadcaster’s identification signals, as well as the rules for broadcasting audio commercial communications; the obligations regulating provision of quizzes or other forms of prize winning participation, use of value-added telephone services and televoting, and broadcasting games of chance, and the obligations regulating use of language in the programmes and broadcasting of at least 18 hours of radio programme daily, have been carried out over Anntena 5, Kanal 77, Metropolis and Jon radio channels. The supervisions found no violations of the Law on Media or the LAAVMS.
The Agency conducted regular programme supervisions over the television programme services of MRT 1, Nasha TV, Kompani 21-M, 24 Vesti, Alfa, Alsat-M, Kanal 5, Shenja, Sitel, Sonce, Telma and Klan Macedonia, regarding their obligations to broadcast European audiovisual works and works by independent producers. The supervisions detected no violations.
Regular administrative supervision was also carried out over all 98 broadcasters that air television or radio programmes with regard to their obligation to air data on their ownership structure, responsible editor/s and sources of funding in the previous year, during prime time no later than June 30, and to submit footages of their respective announcements to the Agency for Audio and Audiovisual Media Services within 15 days from the day of publication. The supervision found no violations.
Public Hearing Opened on the Draft Rulebook on Natural Persons as Providers of On-demand Audiovisual Media Services
On July 18, the Agency opened a public hearing on the Draft Rulebook on Natural Persons as Providers of On-Demand Audiovisual Media Services, which had been adopted at the 29th Session of the Agency Council held on 17 July 2024.
This by-law regulates the format and the content of the application for entering into the Register of Providers of On-Demand Audiovisual Media Services and the manner in which it is decided which natural person shall be considered a provider of on-demand audiovisual media services in accordance with the  LAAVMS.
The Agency invited all broadcasters, providers of on-demand AVMS and interested parties to take part in the public hearing by submitting their opinions and proposals, in writing, electronically, to the following e-mail address: contact@avmu.mk .
The public debate on the Draft Rulebook shall last 75 days, ending on 1 October 2024.

[bookmark: _GoBack]At the 29th Session held on July 17, the Agency Council adopted the Draft Rulebook Amending and Supplementing the Rulebook on Sponsorship, the Draft Rulebook Amending and Supplementing the Rulebook on Minors’ Protection, and the Draft Guidebook on Monitoring Hate Speech – Second Supplemented and Amended Edition.

On 18 July, the Agency opened a public hearing on these draft bylaws and invited all broadcasters, providers of AVM services on demand and all interested parties to take part in the public hearing by sending their opinions and proposals, in writing, electronically, to the following email address: contact@avmu.mk .

The public hearing shall last 45 days, until 2 September 2024 inclusive.
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    In order to establish whether Pro-FM and Galaxy 2002 radio stations had acted upon the imposed public warning measures, issued due to failure to meet the obligation to submit data on their ownership structure, responsible editor/editors, the sources of funding in the previous year, the total revenues and expenditures in the previous year related to the provision of their business activity and on the average viewership or listenership in the previous year, control administrative supervision was conducted over the above. The supervision showed that Radio Galaxy 2002 had acted upon the imposed public warning measure, whereas Pro-FM Radio had failed to meet the obligation arising from the Media Law.

Control administrative supervision was carried out over Kanal Vis Radio from Strumica, to determine whether it had met the obligations under Article 62, Paragraph 6, of the LAAVMS, and Article 21 of the Rulebook on Minimum Technical, Spatial, Financial and Staffing Requirements for Obtaining a Radio or Television Broadcasting License. The supervision found that the broadcaster had failed to meet the minimum staffing requirements established in the Rulebook, which is why, at its 30th Session held on 24 July, the Agency Council revoked its TV broadcasting license.

At its 31st Session held on 29 July 2024, the Agency Council revoked the radio broadcasting license of Balkan FM Radio from Gostivar, after having conducted a regular administrative supervision concerning the latter’s compliance with the obligation under Article 80, Paragraph 5, of the LAAVMS, which established a failure on the broadcaster’s part to meet the obligation to pay the annual fee for its radio broadcasting license.

Operators of Public Electronic Communications Networks

The Agency carried out regular programme supervision over the operators of Biv Piramida, Globalsat, Kabel, KDS-Kabel Net, Kablekall, Multimedia-Net and Skrembl, concerning their obligation to provide, as part of the respective programme packages they retransmit, as a must and free of charge, the programme services of the public broadcasting service. The supervision found no violations of the provisions under the LAAVMS.
In addition, regular programme supervision was conducted over KDS-Kabel Net, Kablekall and Multimedia-Net regarding their obligations to register their  programme services with the Agency and provide subtitling for the programmes they retransmit. The supervision found no violations of the provisions of the LAAVMS.
Print Media Publishers 
To check compliance with the obligation to publish an Impressum, the Agency carried out an ad hoc administrative supervision over the Antikj Media Services Company from Skopje, publisher of the "Portret" magazine. The supervision over its issue No. 63/2024 showed that this legal obligation had been met in full.

Public Warning Measures Imposed

At its 29th Session held on July 17, based on the findings of conducted supervisions, the Agency Council adopted three Decisions to impose public warning measures, two of which were against Gurra TV and one - against Pro-FM Radio. With Gurra Television, one public warning measure was issued due to failure to provide information that should be made available to the users, while the second one was due to failure to broadcast at least 30% of programme originally created as Macedonian audiovisual works, or at least half of the legal minimum for programme originally created as Macedonian audiovisual works that should be broadcasted in the period from 07:00 to 19:00 hrs.
Pro-FM Radio was issued a public warning measure because it had failed to submit to the Agency a written report on the implementation of the obligations set out in its radio broadcasting license, the implementation of the programme concept in particular, nor information on the technical means through which it broadcasts or rebroadcasts its programme service in the country or beyond.
At its 27th Session held on July 1, based on the findings of an ad hoc programme supervision carried out in the line of duty, the Agency Council adopted a Decision to impose a public warning measure against Gurra TV from Kichevo, due to violation of Article 67, Paragraph 6, of the Law on Audio and Audiovisual Media Services, i.e. due to failure to implement at least 80% of the programming concept laid down in its television broadcasting license.
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
