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The Agency for Audio and Audiovisual Media Services held its third public meeting for this year on 27 September 2024, at which Agency Director Zoran Trajchevski presented an overview of the activities carried out in accordance with the Annual Work Programme for the past three months. Those present had the opportunity to hear about the activities related to the supervisions conducted over radio broadcasters, operators of public electronic communication networks, print media publishers, the public warning measures imposed, the completed studies and the activities in the field of international cooperation.
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Also presented at the meeting were the findings of the 2023 Market Analysis of the Audio and Audiovisual Media Services industry. The Analysis contains data on broadcasters’ economic operations, i.e. data on their total revenues, total expenditures, the financial results of their operations and the average number of employees. The Public Broadcasting Service and the commercial broadcasters together eared revenues in the amount of 2,458.57 million denars, of which 1,000.44 are revenues of the Macedonian Radio and Television; 1,272.63 - of the television stations, and 185.50 of the radio stations. The total funds that the Public Broadcasting Service and the commercial broadcasters spend together amounted to MKD 2,708.21 million. Only the commercial radio stations made profit, in the amount of 10.15 million denars. The Macedonian Radio and Television operated with a loss of 131.77 million denars, whole the commercial television stations marked a loss of 139.55 million denars. 

During the rest of the meeting, there were discussions about the gender analysis of the ownership structure of the television and radio stations in the period from 2020 to 2023, as well as the gender structure of broadcasters’ employees in the period from 2019 to 2022. The findings showed that men were more numerous than women in all the years analyzed, especially at the management/director positions, the technical and production staff, as opposed to the journalist sector, where female journalists were traditionally more numerous than male journalists. The data show a certain presence of the so-called "glass ceiling", which indicates that there are informal limits which make it difficult for women to rise to higher positions and, consequently to take part in the decision-making processes.
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Public Call for the Selection of a Legal Entity Performing an Economic Activity or Holding a Permit to Perform the Economic Activity of Collection and Transportation of Electronic Waste and Storage and Treatment of Waste Closed  

On 10 September 2024, the Agency for Audio and Audiovisual Media Services announced a public call for the selection of a legal entity (economic operator) performing the activity, or holding a license issued by the Ministry of Environment and Spatial Planning (MESP) to perform the activity of, collection and transportation of electronic waste and storage and treatment of waste.

The applicants had to be legal entities with valid permits for the activity that is the subject of this public call or a consortium of legal entities with the above-specified permits (permit to perform the activity of collection and/or transportation of hazardous and non-hazardous waste and permit to perform the activity of storage and treatment of waste issued, by the MESP). The subject of the public call were discarded portable devices which, due to their wear and tear, unusability or technological obsolescence, are no longer being used by the Agency for Audio and Audiovisual Media Services. Supervisions over Broadcasters and Operators of Public Electronic Communication Networks 
Broadcasters

As regards the fulfillment of the obligations under Article 62, Paragraph 6, of the LAAVMS, and Articles 9 and 21 of the Rulebook on the Minimum Technical, Spatial, Financial and Staffing Requirements for Obtaining a Radio or Television Broadcasting License, regular administrative supervision was carried out over the following 13 broadcasters: RA Antena 5, RA Zona M-1, RA Kiss, RA Bleta, RA Modea, RA Super, RA Fortuna, TV Vistel, TV Koha, TV M, TV MTM, TV Edo and TV Sitel. The supervision showed that the above broadcasters meet the minimum staffing requirements laid down in Rulebook on the Minimum Technical, Spatial, Financial and Staffing Requirements for Obtaining a Radio or Television Broadcasting License.






[bookmark: _GoBack]As regards the fulfillment of the minimum staffing requirements of the Rulebook, an ad hoc administrative supervision was also carried out over the following 20 broadcasters: RA Jehona, RA 7, RA Jazz FM, RA Urban FM, RA Kometa, RA Merak 5 FM, RA Valandovo, RA Red FM, RA Vat, RA Maria - Blagovest, RA Metropolis, RA Meff, RA Plus Forte, RA Time, TV Dibra, TV M-Net HD, TV Protel, TV Plus, TV Tera and TV Alsat - M. The supervision showed that the above broadcasters had met the minimum staffing conditions established in the Rulebook on the Minimum Technical, Spatial, Financial and Staffing Requirements for Obtaining a Radio or Television Broadcasting License.

Operators of Public Electronic Communication Networks 

The Agency carried out regular programme supervisions over the operators of Viva Net, Kombo 2003, Scoopy Kable, Transped Trejd and Vinsat Kabel regarding their obligation to provide the programming services of the public broadcasting service, mandatorily and free of charge, as part of the programming  packages they retransmit, and the observance of their obligations to register and to provide subtitles for the programming services that they retranmsit. The supervisions established that the cable operator Kombo 2003 from Kumanovo had been retransmitting the programming services of "Discovery" and "Animal Planet" for its users although they had not been covered by the programme service registration certificate issued by the Agency.

The Agency conducted regular programme supervision over the operator A1 Makedonija regarding its compliance with the obligations to register its programme services and provide subtitles for the programme services it retransmits, and over the operator Total TV regaring its obligation to provide the programming services of the public broadcasting service, mandatorily and free of charge, as part of the programming package it retransmits. 

The supervision established that the operator A1 Makedonija had been retransmitting for its users the programming services of "TV Shenja", "TV Vistel", "Nickelodeon", "Nick Jr", "Nicktoons", "Epic Drama", "TV 1000", "Klasik" for its users. TV HR", "Timeless Dizy Channel", "Arena Sport 1", "Arena Sport 2", "Arena Sport 3", "Arena Sport 4", "Arena Sport 5", "Arena Premium 1", "Arena Premium 2 ", "Arena Premium 3", "Viasat Nature", "Viasat Explorer", "Viasat History", "Museum", "Luxe TV", "Balkan Trip", "RTS Svet", "Agro TV", "Arena Fight ", "Al Jazeera", "A TV", "TRT Turk", "Toxic", "Toxic Folk", "Toxic Rap", "MTV 00", "MTV Europe", "MTV Hits", "MTV Life" , Nick Music", "MTV 90", "MTV 80", "Club MTV", "Bloomberg" and "Duck TV", which are not covered by the programme service registration certificate issued by the Agency.

Public Warning Measures Imposed

At its 35th Session held on September 12, the Agency Council adopted a decision on issuing a public warning and on terminating hte transmission of the programming services of "Discovery" and "Animal Planet", which had not been registered with the Agency as required by Article 141 of the LAAVMS.
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
